Science 9/10 Honours – Course Outline

General Expectations

It is expected that all science students will:

1. Attend all classes on time – late students will enter only when it is convenient for me. 

2. Bring appropriate materials (texts, notebooks, paper, pens, pencils, rulers, calculators, etc.)  You cannot borrow materials from me.

3. Keep an organized and complete notebook.

4. Review each day (at home) the work completed in class each day.

5. Complete all assignments on time – assignments are due at the beginning of class.

6. Prepare thoroughly for tests.

7. Seek immediate help when problems develop.

8. Help to provide a safe, co-operative classroom climate that is conducive to learning for all members of the class.

9. Not consume food or drinks in the classroom.

Attendance

1. Should you be absent from a class, upon your return, you must provide a note explaining your absence with a telephone number where your parent/guardian can be reached.

2. You are responsible for all work missed during an absence.  You must come to the next class prepared.  If there is a quiz you will not be excused because you missed the previous class.

3. If an extended period of absence is anticipated, please notify your teacher in advance and make arrangements for home study.

Tests

Should you be absent on the day of a test, notify your teacher of your absence (via phone message) prior to the time of the test.  Arrangements may then be made to write the test upon your return.  If I do not receive a phone message the day of the test you will NOT be allowed to make up the test.

Quizzes

If you are absent for a quiz you will receive: a) an “omit” if a validated note is presented or b) a zero.  No make up quizzes will be written.

Labs and Assignments

1. Each student must write their own lab report and assignments.  If you copy, or allow another student to copy your work, you will receive a mark of zero.

2. Students who are absent for a lab are expected to obtain the raw data from a classmate and complete a lab report.

3. Once an assignment has been returned to students, no late work will be accepted.
